A-G Completion: The percentage of graduated students who earned a grade of 
C or better in all of the required courses in the state outlined A-G course 
sequence.

A-G On Track: The percentage of all students who have earned a grade of C or 
better in all of the required courses in the A-G course sequence up to the current 
point in their academic career and are enrolled, and currently maintaining a 
grade of C or better, in their upcoming required A-G courses.  This can be 
calculated for all students currently enrolled in grades 9-12.
